» While some elements of the reformed process are similar, the House and
Senate differ on the number of eligible accounts for CDS requests.

» House members may only submit 15 community development project
requests. Senate members do not have this limitation.

* Nashua PD: Senator Shaheen secured $110,000 to provide the
public safety bomb technicians of the Hazardous Device Unit
with bomb suits and helmets.

* Town of Gorham: Senator Shaheen secured $426,000 fund
Town of Gorham's efforts to upgrade its current radio system
to include a new Repeater at the summit of Pine Mountain
and a 4-Site Simulcast Communication System to resolve
ground-to-air coverage gap issues. ©

o While your project may not be eligible for CDS funding, there are a number of

federal resources available to fund economic development and community
development projects.
