The AccuVote machine was first used in 1990 and taken off the
market about 2010

servicing the AccuVote machines and
providing ballot programming services

AccuVote Replacement - Issues

v" The SOS’ 2019 Request for Proposal (RFP) for tabulating machines
resulted in responses that have not been used by the SOS or BLC

v" AccuVote scanner programming tools use Windows XP-based
software that that Microsoft has not supported for seven years

Milford (9,879 registered voters) owns four AccuVote machines

AN

Milford’s Select Board asked the BLC to approve Dominion's
ImageCast Precinct tabulator (sold by LHS) last fall

v" The BLC approved the request in December, meaning the devices
will be used in Milford's March 2022 local elections

v Whether the ImageCast Precinct tabulators can be used in the fall
statewide elections will be determined later
